Faith In Life Projects
The Christian Faith is not just a matter of following the Commandments and going through the spiritual disciplines of prayer and Scripture reading.   Christianity is about the ongoing struggle of healthy relationships, with God, self and others.  As a way of helping the Junior High Thrive students understand the continuous process of growing into a mature faith, this project has been designed to enable that reflection.

As you prepare to be interviewed by the 6th, 7th or 8th grade groups, look over the following questions and make notes (mentally or written) as to how you will respond based on your personal experiences in your faith journey.  While we all are on a continuous growth process in our faith, there are some benchmarks we can recall that have had significance in our lives.

1. At what age were you baptized?  What, if anything, do you remember about it?

2. How were you involved (or are you involved) in the church during your childhood and teenage years?  What motivated or discouraged your involvement?

3. How has your faith changed as your have grown older?  What childish ideas of God have you had to put behind you?

4. Who is God to you?  What is God like?  What qualities of God are important to you?

5. Is worship important for you?  Why or why not?  What does it do for you?  What does it enable you to do for God?

6. Why is confirming your faith in the church important for you and/or your family? Did you participate in confirmation instruction and/or a (Rite of Confirmation Service(?  What did you do to (affirm your Baptism( (Rite of Confirmation Service)?

7. Have you and/or your family always been Lutheran?  Why or why not?  What facets of the Lutheran Church do you value?

8. What value do you place on Holy Communion?  What do you believe happens there?  Is it a priority?  Why or why not?

9. Can you tell us about any event or experience that has had a major impact on your faith?  What was it?  When did it happen?  How did it change you or your thinking?

10. What do you think God wants you to do with your life?  How do you plan to continue to be faithful to God?  What are you doing to continue your spiritual growth?
